Tamara Lackey has been photographing children and
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families for years, and in The Posing Playbook for
Photographing Kids, she teaches you her strategies and
techniques for successfully posing and photographing
children. The book begins with a discussion of “organic
posing,” an approach to directing the subject that
focuses on making small adjustments that build up to a
successful shot. Tamara moves on to the psychology of
photographing children, covering how to read your
subjects, work with different personality types, and elicit
genuine engagement.
